Pigments:

The QoR introductory set of 12 will give you a good selection of watercolor pigments to try. If you
already have paints or prefer to get larger tubes use the following list.

Rounds (sablette or nylon) #10, #12

Large round wash brush that comes to a point, similar to Princeton Neptune #20 or Snap! #20

Painting Surfaces:

At least 4 sheets 22” X 30” or two 10" X 14" or 12" X 16" Blocks. Minimum 140# watercolor paper (1
rough, 1 hot press, 3 cold press or soft press). | like Fabriano Artistico, Lanaquarelle, Saunders,
Arches, or Twinrocker.

Palette- White surface only, minimum 9” X 12” mixing surface
2B pencil
